It must be noted that PR holders are
still considered “alien” under Thailaw,
thus theyare not able to own land ot
work unless approval is granted. Yet,
the demand for PR sometimes exceeds
the quota available not onlybecause of
itslegal benefits but also for the
recognition it brings to the foreign holder
inthe eyes of the Thai authorities, Some
even aim higher, thatis, to pursue Thai
nationality after holding a PR for five
years.
